Please use this template for paper preparation, and please comply with the following formatting rules. 
These rules are valid both for preparing contributed papers and poster papers.

The poster itself should be printed on 80x120 cm sheet. The layout may be freely chosen by the authors. Bring your poster with you on the first Symposium day. 
The paper, including graphics, tables, references and annexes should not exceed 10 pages. 
	Margins
	Use 2,5 cm margins on all sides with A4 standard paper size.

	Headers, footer
	Do not use headers and footers.

	Classification
	Classification of the paper to be put on the right corner of the first page 
(choose one of the following: original scientific paper, professional paper, review paper or early communication) 

	Title, authors and affiliation
	PAPER TITLE CENTRED AT THE TOP OF THE PAGE, UPPER CASE, BOLD AND 14 POINTS
Author 1 1*, Author 2 2, Author 3 3, …
1,2,3 …Affiliation of the Author, Name of the institution 

*Corresponding author: Telephone no. (optional), Fax no. (optional), E-mail address (obligatory)



	Headings
	All headings should be left justified.
Level one headings should be bold (12 points)
The paper should be structured in standard chapters (level one headings):  Abstract, Introduction, Material and Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusions and References
Level two headings should be italic (12 points)

No level three heading

	Abstract 
	Short abstract in English. 

	Keywords
	Keywords should be added at the end of the abstract: max 5 words.

	Type style body text
	Use Times New Roman in 11 point for normal paragraph text

	Justification
	All paragraphs should be justified

	Line-Spacing
	Single-line spacing

	Paragraphs
	Indent the first line of paragraph with 1 cm.
No underlining of words in the text, use bold characters instead. 

	Figures and Tables (graphs, drawings, photographs, etc.)
	Figures and tables should be integrated in the text. The figure title should be below the figure, left justified (no indent):

Figure 1. Title of figure 1.

A table title should be above the table, left justified (no indent):

Table 1. Title of table 1.

	Footnotes
	Footnotes: use Times New Roman (9 points)

	References in the text
	In the text place the author's name and year in parentheses, e.g. (Howitt, 1995), if the author's name is not part of the sentence.
If the author's name is part of the sentence, put the year only in parentheses, e.g. as Howitt (1995).
If three or more authors are listed for a publication, use "et al.", e.g. (Howitt et al., 2009).

	Reference Section
	List the complete reference list. Example of references:
